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Abstract: Garba and Raas are vibrant folk dance traditions of Gujarat that originated as ritualistic and
devotional practices deeply rooted in community life and religious belief. Traditionally performed during
Navratri, these dances symbolized collective worship, seasonal celebration, and social cohesion, with strong
connections to Shakti devotion in Garba and the Krishna tradition in Raas. Over time, Garba and Raas have
undergone significant transformation due to urbanization, media influence, commercialization, and
globalization. What were once localized, community-centered rituals have gradually evolved into large-scale
public performances and popular cultural spectacles. This paper examines the historical journey of Garba and
Raas, tracing their movement from sacred ritual spaces to urban stages and global platforms. It explores how
changes in music, choreography, costume, and performance context have reshaped their meanings while
retaining core symbolic elements. The study argues that the evolution of Garba and Raas reflects a dynamic
negotiation between tradition and modernity, where cultural continuity is maintained through adaptation
rather than stagnation. Understanding this transformation highlights the resilience of Gujarati folk culture and
its ability to remain relevant in contemporary popular culture.
